
CUMBERLAND COUNCIL (VARIOUS ROADS IN THE CUMBERLAND COUNCIL AREA)
(TEMPORARY TRAFFIC REGULATION) (NO.4) ORDER 2026
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that to enable carriageway resurfacing works to be carried out (“the Works”), Cumberland Council intends to make an Order the effect of which is to prohibit any vehicle from proceeding along the lengths of road specified in the attached Schedule.

Suitable diversion routes will be indicated on site by the display of relevant traffic signs as and when the temporary closures are in force. A way for pedestrians and dismounted cyclists will be maintained at all times.

The Order will come into operation on 4 May 2026 and may continue in force for a

maximum duration of eighteen months. However, please note that it is anticipated that the 

Works will be carried out within a 3 month period from 4 May 2026 and the roads will only 
be closed when the Works are being carried out and only as and when the relevant traffic 
signs are displayed. The Works will not necessarily be done in numerical order.

EXTENT OF RESTRICTIONS AND ALTERNATIVE ROUTES
1.  C1013 Little Corby Road, Newby East (Ref: TTROC/18089)
From its junction with U1181, extending in an overall southerly direction for approx. 310m.
Alternative Route: via the unrestricted sections of C1013, A69 Warwick Bridge to Brampton and A689 Ruleholme.
2.  B6413 Castle Carrock (Ref:TTROC/18057)
From its junction with C1024, extending in a south westerly direction for approx. 1.9km
3.  B6414 Cumrew (Ref:TTROC/18058)
From its junction with C1027, extending in a south easterly direction for approx. 1.3km
Alternative Route for 2 and 3 above: via the unrestricted sections of B6413, A69 Brampton to Warwick Bridge, B6263 to the Golden Fleece Interchange and A6, Plumpton, Lazonby, Kirkoswald, Newbiggin.
4. C1035 Faugh to How (Ref:TTROC/18070)
From a point approx. 130m south east of its junction with C1035, Whin Hill, How, extending in a south westerly direction for approx. 820m.
Alternative Route: via the unrestricted sections of the C1035, C1039 and C1024
5.  C1035 Faugh (Ref:TTROC/18071)
From a point approx. 80m north west from its junction with C1034, extending in a north westerly direction for approx. 400m.
Alternative Route: via the unrestricted sections of C1035, C1024, C1039 and C1034.
6.  C1026 Faugh (Ref:TTROC/18067)
From its junction with C1035, extending in a south westerly direction for approx. 220m.
Alternative Route: via the unrestricted section of C1026, C1027, C1039 and C1034
7.  U1186 Station Road, Wetheral (Ref:TTROC/18092)
From its junction with B6263, extending in a north easterly direction for approx. 140m.
There is no suitable alternative route available for vehicles. 

8.  C1041 Wreay (Ref:TTROC/18086)
From its junction with U1158, extending in a north easterly direction for approx. 1km.
Alternative Route: via the unrestricted section of C1041, A689, C1037 and C1017.
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
